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The last Newsletter began with an ominous 
front page story: 
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We are happy to report that many of you 
have answered our call for help.  Members 
of our community from all walks of life, 
age group, and level of experience re-
sponded enthusiastically.   
 
Progress is already being made toward 
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Barbara Gittings passed away last month and because of my re-
spect and gratitude for her I'd like to share the story of this gay 
rights pioneer, especially for those who have not heard of her. The 
following article is from the Huffington Post and was written by 
Kevin Jennings, founder of GLSEN.  It really gives insight into 
Barbara's life. 

"I spoke yesterday at a memorial service for Barbara Gittings in Philadelphia. Many of you 
may not recognize the name of this legendary activist, which is too bad because, as he put 
it in his remarks, my friend Matt Foreman (Executive Director of NGLTF, the National 
Gay & Lesbian Task Force) said of her contributions "What do we owe Barbara? Every-
thing." 

Barbara's story is told in many places, including the Sundance Award-winning documen-
tary Out of the Past, on which I was a writer and producer. In short, Barbara was one of the 
first organizers for lesbian and gay rights in America, beginning with her work with the 
first-ever lesbian rights group, the Daughter of Bilitis, in the late 1950s. Barbara would go 
on to (among other things): edit the magazine The Ladder (the first lesbian magazine in the 
US); take part in the first picket for gay rights outside the White House in 1965 (and organ-

Written and Directed by Adreinne Shelley Rated PG-13 
for sexuality, language and violence. 
 
It's a very sad thing that writer/director Adreinne Shel-
ley passed away before she could see the success of her 
film Waitress. It tells the bittersweet tale of Jenna, 
played infectiously by Keri Russell in the year's biggest 
breakout performance. She's unhappily married and 
unfortunately pregnant. She's a whiz at pie making, 
lovingly optimistic and works at the town pie shop/
diner. Her husband is physically and emotionally abu-
sive and is childishly annoying. He treats her with dis-
respect and lack of appreciation. She moves from day 
to day with meager expectations, saving small amounts 
of money so that when she has enough she can run 
away. She than meets the hunky new town doctor, 
played by Serenity/Firefly stud Nathan Fillion, and an 
affair begins. As the film moves along there are obsta-
cles and typical plot contrivances approached with a 
bittersweet nature.  The outcome is wholly mature and 
surprisingly unpredictable. This film has a whole lot of 
heart and had Shelley still been around to see it she 
would be glad to know that she made a film that could 
honestly brighten up anyone's day and inspire them to 
be a better person. 
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Summertime…  The season of travel… 
 
If you are a frequent traveler, the last thing you might 
want to do with your time off is travel.  It’s sometimes 
nice to just stay home and catch up on all those difficult 
household projects that have been waiting.  Then again, 
maybe a weekend getaway isn’t such a bad idea! 
 
I recently had the opportunity to spend a night in an 
unusual place while en route to a business engagement.  
In searching the Internet for somewhere to stop for a 
night, I came across Camp Mars, a gay campground in 
Venus, Florida.   Venus is right outside the Everglades 
and less than 2 hours from Fort Meyers. 
 
The campground is very clean and the people that run it 
are extremely friendly.  There is a decent size in-
ground swimming pool with a deck as well as a recrea-
tion center where movies are shown and meals can be 
prepared in a community kitchen.  There are varying 
types of accommodations ranging from tent sites to air-
conditioned mobile homes.  People who camp live life 
differently.  They are hospitable and friendly, making it 
easy to enjoy  their community away from home. 
 
If you’re planning a trip to Mars, keep in mind it’s in 
central Florida — pretty hot in the summer.  Weekends 
are typically a better time to go.  Check the web site for 
their event schedule:  www.campmars.com  
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Barbara, if a gay person dared to go on television, they 
usually wore a mask or a bag over their head as expo-
sure as being gay as deemed to basically be career and 
social suicide. My friend -- an out senior executive at a 
major television network -- looked at me in disbelief. 

That's how different the world was before Barbara. I got 
a startling reminder of that today when a slide was 
shown of Barbara speaking at the American Psychiatric 
Association convention in 1972, seated next to Dr. Jack 
Fryer, as gay psychiatrist she persuaded to speak as well. 
Dr. Fryer was so terrified about the consequences for his 
career that he wore a wig and a mask and used a voice-
altering microphone. Today, the APA has an award 
named for Dr. Fryer that is given annually to someone 
who has done outstanding work in promoting under-
standing of LGBT issues in psychiatry. Fittingly, the 
first winner was Barbara Gittings, who accepted it in her 
last public appearance in December 2006. 

Barbara is survived by her partner of 47 years, Kay La-
husen. Opponents of marriage equality for same sex 
couples should be shamed into silence and repentance at 
the example set by Kay and Barbara, who found and 
sustained a love for nearly five decades (until cancer

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ize similar marches outside Independence Hall each July 
4 in Philadelphia, years before the 1969 Stonewall Riot 
which people erroneously dub the "start" of the gay rights 
movement); organize what is now the LGBT Roundtable 
of the American Library Association to make sure future 
generations would have accurate information about gay 
people as she could not find it in her own libraries as a 
college student; play a pivotal role in getting the Ameri-
can Psychiatric Association to remove homosexuality 
from its list of mental illnesses in 1973; and serve on the 
founding boards of NGLTF and the Delaware Valley 
Legacy Fund, a charity which supports LGBT organizing 
in her native region. And that's just a partial list. 

It's hard to understand how much we owe to courageous 
pioneers of the LGBT movement like Barbara Gittings, 
because the world in which they lived was so different 
than that which we inhabit today. For example, a lesbian 
friend of mine I had breakfast with yesterday wanted to 
know more about Barbara and why I got choked up when 
talking about her. "For one thing," I replied, "she had the 
courage to go on TV in 1970, use her real name, and not 
wear a bag over her head." My friend laughed and said, 
"Bag over her head???" I then had to explain that, before

With the summer months upon us, beaches, pool-sides 
and lawns will be packed with people looking to soak in 
the sun.  While a healthy summer glow is often desir-
able, it is important to recognize the dangers of too 
much sun exposure.  May was Skin Cancer Detection 
and Prevention Month, providing awareness of an all too 
common threat.  The most common form of cancer in 
the U.S., skin cancer can also potentially be deadly.  It is 
essential to take precautions while being exposed to the 
sun. 

The top of the skin’s three layers is the epidermis, which 
consists of three layers itself.  Basal cells, squamous 
cells and melanocytes are all present in the epidermis 
and serve as the developing point for skin cancers.  The 
most common form of skin cancers are nonmelanomas 
which usually develop from basal and squamous cell 
cancers.  These are less worrisome than melanomas be-
cause they rarely spread to other parts of the body. 

Melanoma is almost always curable in early stages, but 
it is far more serious than nonmelanomas because of its 
likelihood to spread elsewhere in the body.  It most often 
appears on the trunk of fair-skinned men and the lower 
legs of fair-skinned women.  According to the National 
Cancer Institute, melanoma is the most common cancer 
in women between the ages of twenty and thirty-nine.  
They also report that ahead of prostate, lung and colon 
cancer, skin cancer is the number one cancer diagnosed 

in men over age fifty.  In addition, analysis of a Califor-
nia cancer registry reported that while melanoma is un-
common in African-Americans, Latinos, and Asians, it 
is most deadly for these populations because it is more 
likely to develop undetected. 

With more than one million skin cancers diagnosed an-
nually, it is alarming that tanning beds continue to have 
such popularity, particularly among teenagers.  It is not a 
safer option than tanning outside, as exposure to tanning 
beds before age thirty-five actually increases melanoma 
risk by seventy-five percent.  Ultraviolet radiation is a 
proven human carcinogen according to the U.S. Depart-
ment of Health and Human Services, and tanning beds 
expose your skin to fifteen times as much UV radiation 
than sunlight.  It is much safer to use self-tanners in the 
forms of lotions and bronzers, and of course always re-
member to put on sun-tan lotion before going outside in 
the sun. 

In the course of a lifetime, one in five Americans and 
one in three Caucasians will be diagnosed with skin can-
cer.  Risk factors for skin cancer include lighter skin 
color, family history of skin cancer, history of sunburns 
early in life, blue or green eyes, and blond or red hair.  A 
melanoma can start small but within months forms a 
large, dark ridge on the skin of the face, back or extremi-
ties.  With more than ninety percent of all skin cancers 
caused by sun exposure, it is vital to take the necessary 
precautions when out in the sun.  Protecting yourself 
from skin cancer will help ensure you a healthy body 
and life to enjoy with your family and friends through 
many summers.  
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I look forward to this day every year. It is a day when I 
can march through the streets proudly proclaiming to be 
part of the LGBT community. The clouds were threaten-
ing, but the rain held off until we were close to done 
with the parade. I did my usual frantic search for the 
Pride parade racing through the streets of Asbury Park. 
One woman at the festival pointed in a direction and 
said, “Follow the road blocks.” I’m directionally chal-
lenged, so I went down route 71 for a bit until I remem-
bered that the parade always turns down Grand Avenue, 
so I dashed down that road. There were a few nice peo-
ple in the North Jersey PFLAG organization who let me 
march with them. We marched through the streets of 
Asbury Park in comfortably cool weather. It was a fes-
tive day with beach balls being tossed back and forth. 
What I found to be super encouraging was that there 
were children in the sidelines with their parents or other 
adults in their lives. I think it’s great that they're being 
taught a message of love and acceptance. Maybe they’ll 

be inoculated from having erroneous perceptions of peo-
ple who identify with the LGBT community. Some of 
the most hateful things come from INSIDE the commu-
nity. 

I know a transgendered individual who said, “I hate 
cross-dressers. They make us look bad.” Come on. A 
friend mentioned that she told someone in graduate 
school that she is bisexual and this woman’s response 
was “It’s not a real orientation. It’s just an excuse to be 
slutty and indiscriminate.” And that person was queer. 
This same friend and I went to a dance in an effort to 
meet women and this one woman approached us and we 
began talking with her. When we told her we were bi-
sexual, her response was that bisexuals are promiscuous. 
Are we in high school? I thought we left cliques behind. 
Fine. We’ll all go fight our fights in different camps. So 
what do you do if you’re transgendered and gay? What

Then, 
when we enter a Pride Festival, we can have more to

intervened) that -- when they met in 1960 -- truly 
dared not speak its name. Today's LGBT people have 
a degree of freedom which, however tenuous and in-
complete it might still be, would have been unimagin-
able for Barbara's generation. But Barbara did imagine 
it and made it happen. We all owe this remarkable 
woman an enormous debt for the freedoms she won 
for us and can only repay her by making sure the next 
generation has all the freedoms -- including that to 
marry -- that Barbara so richly deserved but did not 
live to have.
